Procedure for Hunting Pheasants on Picatinny Arsenal

AREA 1 IS THE ONLY AREA AVAILABLE FOR HUNTING PHEASANT

PREREQUISITES:

1 – Purchase of N.J. Hunting License

2 – Purchase of Picatinny Sportsman Permit Hunting Authorization

3 – Attend Annual Picatinny Hunter Safety Briefing 

4 – Register Weapon(s) with the Picatinny Police Dept. N.B. 2,3,

    and 4 above IAW Picatinny Garrison Regulation 200-3

PRIOR TO HUNTING:

1 – Sign Name on Sheet in Storage Shed at the Pheasant Pens (PR&GA members ONLY) to determine how many birds need to be stocked.  (Pheasant pens are located next to the old garden plots by the sports fields at the main gate.)

HUNTING DAY:

1 – Obtain Hunting Area Badge (HAB) for Hunting Area 1 (located in the rear entrance of the Picatinny Arsenal Police Dept.)

2 - If you are a Rod and Gun Association member you can start hunting at legal shooting hours. If you are not a member of the Rod and Gun Association you Can Not start hunting until 12:00 pm on the scheduled Stocking Day.  Non members do not have access to birds for stocking and cannot get birds from pens.
